Course Content:


Forensic science is the application of multiple scientific disciplines to the investigation of criminal or civil questions of the law.  In this course we will use biology, chemistry, and physics to analyze and interpret evidence within the realm of our legal system.  We will begin with an introduction to scientific inquiry and the process of forensic investigation.  We will then apply our knowledge of investigation to the analysis of trace evidence (hair, fiber, etc.), fingerprints, and drugs.  We will also look into the process of death and death investigation.  Students will actively participate in labs and activities relating to the investigation of crime scenes and the analysis of evidence.
Expectations: 

A. Show up to class prepared and ready to work: that means at the beginning of each class you need to have your computer, your writing utensil, your notebooks, and all completed assignments. 

a. Any unauthorized equipment will be confiscated per JCHS policy.

B. Before class begins assignments should be uploaded to Schoology by the time and date specified.  Assignments will be considered late if they are turned in after this date/time.

a. Late assignments will be accepted until the unit test is given that applies to that specific assignment and graded with the highest possible score of 80 allowed.
C. In the event of excused absences, you will need to check Schoology to make sure of any due dates that are approaching.  Students will not be reminded about missed assignments; it is their responsibility to obtain any work, notes, etc. for the days they missed.

a. Major assignments (lab reports, projects, etc.) are due immediately upon a student’s return from an absence. 
D. All assignments will be clearly posted on Schoology and announced.

E. Assignments will be the students ‘own work.  Any assignments that I deem are copied or very similar to another students’ assignment will be given a 0. No questions will be asked as to who copied whom. 
Grading:

A. Grades are earned not assigned.

B. Grades will be based on objectives, Schoology assignments done at home or in class, case studies, and exams.

C. It is the responsibility of the student to schedule a make-up exam with the teacher.   Make-up exams and quizzes, for excused absences, must be completed within one week of a student’s return or they will be recorded as a zero.  

D. Students with unexcused absences (skipping/signing out without permission) will not receive credit for missed work.

E. Students caught cheating on any assignment will receive no credit for the work and a referral.
