Type the answers to the following questions:
1. Napoleon some investigators believe died of the deliberate administration of arsenic and others believe it was vapors from the dyes in the wallpaper which killed him. Which theory is correct?

2.  Explain the cause, symptoms, effects, and detection of lead poisoning.
3. Abraham Lincoln is thought to have suffered effects of poisoning from taking “blue mass” a concoction for depression. What was “blue mass” composed of?

4. Pure heroin is a white powder and is rarely sold on the streets. Most illicit heroin is a powder varying in color from white to brown. What accounts for these colors variations? What is “black tar” heroin?
5. In the 1880s pure cocaine was used as an anesthetic in surgeries. What type of surgeries was it used in and how did it affect the body?

6. Gregory Rasputin was a monk who became a famous as a Russian Mystic. He consumed a little poison each day. Explain why he did this and how it saved his life (almost).
7. Name the four drugs collectively termed “club drugs”.
8. Ukraine's opposition presidential candidate Victor Yushchenko has been poisoned with dioxin. Explain how the mechanism of this poison.
9. Explain the mechanism of arsenic poisoning.

10. The seeds of apricots, cherries, peaches, and apples contain a poison and can kill a child if taken in sufficient quantities. Name the poison found in them and how it works.
11. Name the ten most common poisonous plants to animals.

12. What was the Tylenol Crisis of 1982?
13. Name the top ten most common toxins.

14. What is thimerosal?  Name the heavy metal thimerosal contains and the possible health threat of this vaccine.
